Cut as required long hose from the cooling system to heat exchanger until it forms a neat
loop when connecting to both sides of cooling system pipes as shown. Secure with hose
clamps. * Hose clamps not provided use clamps of your choice.

Fit new heat exchanger fittings (Pic 7) with o-rings to case and refit existing mounting
bracket (do not completely tighten bracket at this point).

Support bracket fitted to cooler should fit in this position. (Pic 12)

Tighten flared tube & nut into heat exchanger case fittings shown in step 9, once correct
angle has been achieved completely tighten fitting support bracket.

Push on rubber hose to flared tube and secure with hose clamps. Ffeed through to cooler
and push on fittings using hose clamps to securre. Use cable ties to secure hose yo
vehicle.

Refit Front drive shaft.

Start vehicle and check for oil leaks and top up Transmission oil (to manufacturer’s
specification).

Check engine coolant level top up if required follow service procedures to remove air
from the cooling system.

Road test vehicle and recheck above.

Replace all covers and ensure no rubbing on hoses and pipes.
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
